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Program Overview and Policies 
 
 

1.1 Introduction 
 

IID’s Public Programs are designed to help our customers use energy efficiently, 
protect our environment, and save money. 
 
Established by the IID in 1998, public benefit programs provide a variety of 
services in the areas of energy efficiency, low-income assistance, investment in 
renewable resources, and demonstrations of new energy efficient technologies. 
 
As part of IID’s energy efficiency efforts, the Energy Rewards Program offers  
rebates designed to help our business customers use energy efficiently, protect 
our environment, and save money. 
 
Energy efficient equipment reduces your operating costs, improves profitability, 
protects our environment, and helps us lower the cost of power generation. 

 

1.2 About The Energy Rewards Program 

 
The Energy Rewards Program is applicable only for IID customers within the IID 
service area. The program offers rebates to small, medium, and large size non-
residential customers for the purchase of qualifying lighting, refrigeration, air 
conditioning, food service, agricultural, and controls equipment that improves the 
energy efficiency of their businesses. Qualifying equipment must retrofit, replace, 
or upgrade old equipment with new, energy-efficient technologies that meet and 
exceed the Title 24 standards in effect at the time of installation. 

 
The Energy Rewards Program rebates are paid by check directly to the 
customer or to a third-party payee designated by the customer. The amount of 
the rebate depends upon the equipment installed. 

 
For equipment installed in 2009, the 2009 Energy Rewards Program runs from 
January 1, 2009, until December 31, 2009. Rebate forms (incentive requests) 
must be postmarked or received by IID by January 15, 2010. The program has a 
limited budget. Therefore, rebates are paid on a first-come, first-served basis until 
the deadline or until allocated funds are spent—whichever comes first. First-
come, first-served status will be determined by the date the rebate form arrives at 
the IID mailing address printed on each 2009 Energy Rewards Program rebate 
form. Customers are encouraged to submit their rebate forms as early as 
possible.

1.3 Customer Eligibility 
 

The program is open to all non-residential customers. Non-residential customers 
include commercial, industrial, municipal, government, and agricultural 
customers. Residential customers including apartments are not eligible for 
rebates under this program. 

 

Wind, solar, and other types of self-generation customers are eligible for 2009 
Energy Rewards Program rebates on a prorated basis if they purchase electricity 
from IID. The amount of the rebate depends upon the percentage of the 
customer’s total energy usage that is provided by IID. Example: If you generate 
25% of your total monthly kWh usage and your utility provides the remaining 
75%, you would be eligible for 75% of the 2009 Energy Rewards Program 
incentive levels printed on your rebate form. 

1.3.1 Rebate Limits 

There is a total rebate limit of $100,000 that any single customer may receive 
during the program year. Furthermore, any rebate offered for any selected 
measures may not exceed 50% of the total installed cost for such measure. 
Installed cost includes material cost plus installation labor. Customers who self-
install may not charge installation labor: this charge applies to vendors only. 
Sales tax and freight (shipping) are not to be included in the item’s purchase 
price. 

1.4 Eligible Energy Efficient Equipment  

All equipment installed must be new. Used or rebuilt equipment does not qualify 
for 2009 Energy Rewards Program rebates. IID will not allow fuel switching: 
electric equipment can only be replaced with qualifying electric equipment. New 
construction does not qualify.  

A complete list of qualifying measures and equipment requirements is included in 
Section 2 of this document. Please be sure to read the technical requirements for 
each measure before purchasing your equipment. Contact IID if you need 
assistance in determining if the equipment you wish to purchase meets program 
requirements. 

It is important that you include the manufacturer’s technical specifications sheet 
along with your rebate form for IID’s timely verification of qualifying rebate 
applications. This is especially important if you are unsure whether or not the 
equipment you purchased qualifies for a rebate. IID will make a final 
determination as to whether the equipment qualifies for a rebate.  
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1.5 Applying for Rebates 

1.5.1 Rebate Form and Reserving Rebate Funds 

You may either call IID to request a rebate application package or you can 
download rebate forms on-line from the IID Web site: www.iid.com. Rebate funds 
are available on a first-come first-served basis. The rebate application form for 
measures installed in 2009 must be received by IID no later than January 15, 
2010. An application for an Energy Rewards Program rebate in excess of $2,500 
or for technologies not covered under the Energy Rewards Program will be 
processed under the IID Custom Solutions Program and require IID approval of 
measure eligibility and reservation of rebate funds.  

This program covers products purchased on or after January 1, 2009, and not later 
than December 31, 2009. A completed and signed application form must be 
submitted within 30 days of the equipment installation to be eligible for incentives. 

 

1.5.2 Pre-Inspections 

Any application for rebate exceeding $2,500 of for technologies not covered 
under the Energy Rewards Program will be processed under the Custom 
Solutions Program and subject to pre-installation inspection and approval of 
rebate eligibility. Energy Rewards Program rebate applications for less than 
$2,500 total rebate do not require pre-installation inspection. 
 
By submitting your application, you agree to allow IID to perform a post-
installation verification inspection to verify the equipment listed in your rebate 
application has been installed. IID reserves the right to withhold the payment of 
any rebate amount if you refuse a verification inspection. 

1.5.3 Installing Your Equipment 

It is the customer’s sole responsibility to select, purchase, install, and maintain 
qualifying measures, or to hire a vendor to provide these services. Please see 
IID’s detailed Terms and Conditions on the rebate form. If you do self-install, 
equipment must be installed pursuant to the manufacturer’s specifications and 
according to all applicable Federal, State, and local laws, including but not limited 
to, building codes and regulations. You must also check with the manufacturer to 
determine the manufacturer’s requirements. 

 
Prior to installation of equipment, the terms and conditions in Section 2 should be 
reviewed for each measure. Be advised that the equipment for which you are 
applying for a rebate must be purchased and installed prior to submitting your 
rebate form. 

1.5.4 Proof of Purchase 

You must include proof of purchase with each rebate form. This documentation 
should include the following information: 
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•    description of each type of equipment installed; 
•    make or brand name and model number; 
•    serial number (if applicable); 
•    quantity installed; 
•    cost per unit; 
•    sales tax; 
•    date of purchase, and; 
•    vendor contact information (if applicable) 

 

 

Your invoice must be dated between January 1, 2009, and December 31, 2009. It 
is very important to include a description, make, and model of the equipment 
purchased. This information is compared against various equipment data bases to 
verify that your equipment qualifies for rebate. If your documents do not include 
this information, you must submit a manufacturer’s specification sheet with your 
rebate form. The following are examples of accepted proof-of-purchase 
documents: 
 

Receipts – If the energy efficient equipment covered under this program is 
self-installed, proof-of-purchase will be in the form of a cashiers’ receipt that 
includes all of the information listed above. 
 
Contractor Invoices – If a contractor installs equipment, proof-of-purchase 
will be the paid invoice. Make sure the contractor separates the material 
cost from the labor cost and indicates “paid’ on the invoice. (See Appendix 
for Sample Vendor Invoice.) 
 
Equipment Leases – If equipment is leased, rebates will be paid 
providing lease is for a minimum of 5 years. A copy of the lease agreement 
must accompany the rebate form. 
 
 
Purchase Orders – Itemized purchase order must include a letter from 
customer stating date of purchase and outlining all paid itemized measures 
and material costs. 

1.5.5 Completing Rebate Form 

Complete one rebate form for each account. Ensure each rebate form includes 
Contract Account number for the area in which you are installing your equipment. 
If not sure which area within the facility corresponds to each IID Contract Account 
number, please contact an electrician or facility manager. 
 

The 2009 Energy Rewards Program rebate form contains instructions on how to 
complete the rebate form: 

 
1) Calculate rebate by multiplying the quantity purchased times the rebate 
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amount; 
2) Add up all rebates and write the total rebate amount in the space provided at 

the bottom of the form; 
3) Fill out the customer information section, including account information and 

Federal tax I.D. number, and 
4) Sign and date the rebate form. 

 
An original signature in ink is required on all rebate forms to confirm acceptance 
of the terms and conditions of the rebate. Photocopies of the signature and faxed 
rebate forms will not be accepted.  

 

When you sign your 2009 Energy Rewards Program rebate form, you are signing 
a contract stating that you agree to the set of terms and conditions outlined in the 
Agreement section on the Energy Rewards Program rebate form. By signing the 
Agreement, you are certifying that the equipment was purchased and installed 
prior to submitting your rebate form and between January 1, 2009, and December 
31, 2009. 

 
Your signature also denotes that you agree to continue using the installed 
equipment for the service life of the products (as per the manufacturer’s 
recommendations) or for five (5) years, whichever is less. If you do not provide 
this benefit, IID has the right to seek a refund for a prorated amount of the rebate 
paid to you, depending on the period of time that you provided the related energy 
efficiency benefits. 

 
The following scenarios outline various situations for which IID may seek refund of 
rebates: 
 

If the equipment is not installed – By signing the Agreement, you are 
guaranteeing that you have purchased and installed the equipment. If the 
equipment is not installed and functioning, no energy savings are being 
provided, and IID has the right to a refund from you of 100% of the rebate 
paid, even if you designated the rebate payment to a third-party payee. 
 
If you are relocated – If you change your service address and close your 
utility account at that address, IID has the right to invoice you for a prorated 
portion of the rebate amount paid to you.  Assuming that the equipment 
remains in use at the service address, you will not owe a refund if the 
account becomes active again within 24 months through reconnected 
service by a new tenant or owner, or if the account is only inactive 
temporarily (less than 90 days). 
 
If the equipment is removed – If you remove equipment for which you 
have already received an Energy Rewards Program rebate, IID has the 
right to invoice you for a prorated portion of the rebate amount paid to you. 
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If the equipment failed – If the equipment is no longer operating, you are 
responsible for replacing it with equipment that offers the same energy 
savings as the measure for which you received a rebate. If you do not 
replace the equipment, IID has the right to invoice you for a prorated 
portion of the rebate amount paid to you. Check your vendor contract to 
determine if your equipment is under warranty. 

 
If a generator is installed – If you install a generator at your facility and 
the generator provides power to equipment for which you received a 
rebate for installing energy-efficient equipment, you are no longer providing 
IID with energy-saving benefits. In such cases, IID has the right to recover 
the rebate paid to you, or a portion or prorated amount. 

1.5.6 Submitting Rebate Form 

Mail completed rebate form and any accompanying documentation to IID at the 
address on your rebate form. IID is not responsible for delayed, lost, or 
misdirected mail. Mail to:

All rebate forms must be received at IID or postmarked by the deadline date of 
January 15, 2010. This program has a limited budget. Rebate forms will be 
accepted on a first-come, first-served basis until the deadline is reached or until all 
allocated funds are spent, whichever comes first. 

 

1.6 Choosing and Working with Your Vendors 
 

Vendors may contact and solicit eligible IID customers offering to retrofit their 
facilities with energy-efficient equipment and to facilitate their participation in the 
Energy Rewards Program. Vendors may even maintain their own supply of 
Energy Rewards Program rebate forms, and they can explain the program to you 
and help you identify potential retrofits at your facility. Again, these vendors are 
not IID affiliates or employees – they are individual contractors utilizing IID’s 
rebate program to help them market rebate qualifying products and equipment. 
 
You may choose to work with a vendor to purchase and install qualifying 
equipment. You are responsible for obtaining your own vendor(s). For the 
purposes of the 2009 Energy Rewards Program, vendors are defined as any third 
party payee listed on the “Vendors” rebate form, and may include but are not 
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limited to: 
 
•    equipment manufacturers, distributors, wholesalers, or retailers; 
•    equipment contractors (installers); and 
•    energy service providers. 

 
Vendors are not affiliated with IID, and IID does not endorse any vendors to install 
your equipment. You should select your vendor with care the same way you select 
any other service provider that you hire. Additionally, license requirements are 
solely the responsibility of the vendor. 

 
If the new, energy-efficient equipment is removed or found to be deficient, you are 
responsible for replacing it even if your vendor was the recipient of the rebate; 
otherwise, you are subject to refunding IID a prorated amount of the rebate. 
Therefore, make sure that you thoroughly understand your vendor’s contract, 
including your equipment warranty. 

 
If you experience an equipment problem or if you are not satisfied with the quality 
of work of a vendor you hired, contact the vendor directly to resolve the issue. In 
no event is IID responsible for equipment problems or problems with your vendor. 
 

1.7 Releasing Payment to Third Parties 
 

You may have your rebate payment released to your vendor or any other third 
party payee. To make your rebate check payable to another party, designate in 
the space provided on the rebate application for third party payee rebate 
assignment. You must sign this section of the rebate application to have your 
rebate payment released to the designated third party. 

 
Whether the rebate is paid directly to you, a designated vendor, or any other third 
party, you are still responsible for ensuring that the equipment provides the energy 
savings as specified in the Agreement on your rebate form. 

1.7.1 Vendor as Payee 

In many cases, vendors who are familiar with the Energy Rewards Program figure 
the potential rebate amount into their job estimate. In such cases, customers 
sometimes agree to have their rebate checks made payable to and mailed to their 
vendors. 

 
By signing the third party rebate assignment section of the rebate application 
form, you are granting permission for IID to release information, such as your 
account number and rate schedule, to your vendor, the new payee, as required to 
process the rebate form and resolve any issues surrounding your potential rebate. 
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Your vendor’s invoice must clearly show that the rebate is being deducted from 
the sales price with your permission (i.e., you must sign the invoice and initial the 
price reduction). 

1.7.2 Landlord or Tenant as Payee 

Landlords (i.e., building owners, property management companies) and tenants 
sometimes work together to facilitate installation of energy-efficient equipment in 
leased spaces. These arrangements may involve one party releasing rebate 
payment to the other party. 
 
 

For instance, if a leasing tenant is the utility customer of record, but the landlord 
purchases and installs qualifying equipment, the tenant may assign payment to 
the landlord by indicating on the rebate application form that the rebate check is 
to be made payable to the landlord. Conversely, if a landlord is the customer of 
record but the tenant purchases and installs equipment, the landlord may assign 
payment of the rebate to the tenant. 

 
Such arrangements between landlords and tenants should be agreed upon prior 
to either party installing equipment. 
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1.8 Rebate Processing 
 

Upon receipt, your rebate form will be reviewed by IID to make sure the form was 
completed correctly and that the package includes all of the necessary 
documentation. The package must be complete before it is approved for 
processing. 

 

1.8.1 Incomplete Rebate Forms 

If your rebate form is incomplete, processing center representatives will try to 
reconcile information with you or your vendor, or with utility resources. This 
process may include a phone call from the utility, or the rebate form may be 
returned to you with a letter describing the problem.  

 

1.8.2 Post Inspection 

Prior to issuing rebate checks, IID, at its sole discretion, will conduct post 
inspections to verify that measures are installed and operating. If inspectors 
determine that the measure for which you applied for rebate is not installed at 
your facility or is not operational, your rebate application will be rejected. If your 
rebate application is rejected, you may submit a new rebate application after the 
equipment has been installed and is operating, provided that funds are still 
available. 

 
If inspectors determine that the measure for which you applied for rebate is only 
partially installed, you will be rebated only for the qualifying equipment that is 
installed and operating. 
 

You must provide inspectors access to the equipment for verification purposes 
during normal business hours: 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, 
excluding holidays. 
 

If you refuse to allow the inspector access to the eligible equipment, your rebate 
application will be rejected and no rebate will be paid. 

 

1.9  Rebate Check 

1.9.1 Taxes 

Rebate amounts greater than $600 paid in any one year must be reported to the 
Internal Revenue Service on IRS form 1099 unless you are classified as exempt 
(i.e., church, other non-profit). If you designate a third party as payee, that party will 
receive IRS form 1099. IID is not responsible for any taxes that may be imposed 
upon your business as a result of your having received a program rebate. 
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1.9.2 Rebate Adjustment 

If you have received your rebate check and you are disputing the amount of the 
rebate, call IID’s support line for assistance. IID will investigate the problem and 
you will be notified of the results. If an adjustment is warranted, you must return 
the original rebate check to the utility, and a new check in the correct amount will 
be issued. If you have already cashed your check and require a higher rebate 
amount, you may be required to submit an additional rebate form. If you have 
already cashed your check and the rebate should have been lower, you will be 
invoiced for overpayment at IID’s discretion. In each situation, the decision of IID 
is final. 

1.9.3 Stop-Payment and Check Reissue 

Call IID’s support line if you need to stop payment on a check and/or if you need a 
check to be reissued for any reason including: 
 

Payee name change – If the name of the payee has changed, provide 
updated payee information, including name, mailing address, and phone 
number. Return the original check as directed, and a new check will be 
issued to the correct party. 
 

Check lost, stolen, or misplaced – If your check is lost (or never 
received), stolen, or misplaced, please contact IID right away to arrange for 
a replacement check. 
 

Stale-dated check – A “stale-dated” check is one that is no longer valid 
because it was not cashed within the allotted time period printed on the 
check. The original check should be returned to the utility, and a new check 
will be issued. 

1.10 Rebate Refunds 
 

Once you receive your rebate check, you are required to adhere to the conditions 
of the signed Energy Rewards Program rebate application/agreement, which in 
part requires that you provide IID with energy savings for five (5) consecutive 
years or the life of the product, which ever is less. If conditions at your facility 
change, you may be liable for refunding part of your rebate to IID. See Completing 
Your Rebate Form (section 1.5.5) for more details. 
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Equipment Terms & Conditions 
 

2.0 Equipment Eligibility Overview 
 

You may either call IID to request a rebate package or you can download rebate 
forms on-line from the IID website.  
 
Equipment that qualifies for Energy Rewards Program rebates must meet specific 
terms and conditions. These terms and conditions can be found on the second 
page of each rebate form, and details are provided in this section of the Instruction 
Manual. Please take the time to read them thoroughly so that you understand the 
requirements. Contact IID if you have questions. 

 
The Energy Rewards Program is intended to encourage businesses and non-profit 
organizations to retrofit, upgrade, and replace equipment with new, energy-efficient 
technologies. Therefore, in most cases, rebates only apply if the new technology 
replaces older equipment. All equipment must be new. Used or rebuilt equipment is 
not eligible for rebate. Fuel switching (i.e., gas equipment to electric equipment) 
and new construction do not qualify. 

2.1.1 Variable Frequency Drives (VFD) 

In order for the VFDs to provide benefit to you, the cooling or heating load of the 
HVAC system must be variable throughout the day, between weekdays and 
weekends and seasonally. IID’s VFD incentives are valid for HVAC fan 
applications such as condenser fans and air handlers operating for at least 2,000 
hours per year. IID recommends careful review of energy cost saving benefits of 
VFDs as applied to HVAC systems with throttling devices such as inlet vanes, 
bypass dampers, throttling valves, and two speed cooling tower fan motors. In 
fact, IID rebates for VFDs on HVAC fans will only be available if the throttling 
devices are removed or permanently disabled. IID incentives for this measure is 
$100 per horse power (HP). Other VFD applications may be eligible for a Custom 
Solutions Program rebate. 

2.1.2 ENERGY STAR® Qualified Programmable Thermostats 

ENERRGY STAR qualified programmable thermostats that meet Title 24 
requirements  must have the ability to automatically adjust the temperature setting 
of your heating and cooling system at pre-selected times to make sure energy is 
consumed only when needed. The system fan switch must have “on” feature that 
circulates air back continuously. IID incentive for ENERGY STAR qualified 
programmable thermostats is $50 per qualified thermostat or purchase price if less 
than $50 (excluding taxes).

2.1.3 Packaged Terminal Air Conditioners and Heat Pumps (PTAC) 

PTAC and packaged heat pumps are through-the-wall, self-contained units that 
are less than 24,000 Btu/hr in cooling capacity. IID’s efficiency standards for 
PTAC units are 20% higher than the current Title 24 standard. Minimum EER 
calculated from the following equation:

2.1.4 Commercial and Industrial HVAC Equipment 

Minimum SEER or EER for the incentive amounts are based on exceeding Title 
24 minimum standards and are included in the numbers presented on the 
following table:

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2.1.5 Lighting 

All lighting equipment must be new. If you are uncertain whether equipment 
qualifies, or if you have questions, please call IID Demand-Side Management at 
760-391-5951. Controls such as occupancy sensors are only eligible where no 
automatic control device previously existed. The Hi-bay rebate is based on a minimum 

400 watt HID retrofit to T8 or T5 fluorescent and is paid on a per fixture replaced basis. The T8 
rebate is based on T12 to T8 fluorescent retrofit and is paid on a per lamp retrofitted basis.  The T8 
rebate does not apply to Hi-bay retrofit application.  
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2.1.6 Energy Efficient Motors  

Motors covered under this program must be new, three phase, induction motors, 
NEMA Design A & B, from at least 1 hp in size to 200 hp ODP or TEFC motors with 
1,200, 1,800, or 3,600 RPM and operate at least for 2,000 hours per year. These 
motors are used for HVAC fans, pumping, and conveyance applications and are 
based on California’s Title 24 standards. The following are the minimum nominal 
full-load motor efficiencies and incentives for the permanently wired, three-phase 
motors:
